“The Rentall of all the Possessions both spiritual and temporal belonging to the Monastery of Holm Cultram made the 6th day of March in the 29th year of the reign of  King Henry the Eighth by Mr Thomas Leigh, William Blithman and James Rokeby Commissioners.

Copied and Examined by Alexander King Auditor the 17th Day of December 1603.

Examined again the 3rd Day of December 1656 by Edward Usher Clerk to Auditor Whinfield and John Chambers and agreed with the original.

From which copy this was transcribed and examined the 18th day of April 1776 by me
